•           The Compensation Committee of the Board has modified the Company’s practice

–           Limit the overall pool of equity awards available for issuance on an annual
basis,
–           Limit the number of employees to whom equity awards are issued, and
–           Keep the “burn-rate” of the Company within industry norms.
•           With the Q1 2015 appointment of Mike Slessor as CEO, the Compensation
Committee issued to Dr. Slessor a one-time option grant consistent in size and value
with FormFactor’s peer group companies.
